1. Minutes of ExComm meeting of February 14, 2006.  Minutes were approved for installation on the COMPRES website.  

2.  Nominations Committee for 2006 Elections

Mike Brown [Chair], Jie Li and David Walker have agreed to serve.

The Nominations Committee will prepare a slate of candidates who have agreed to serve by mid May to honor the ByLaws.

Liebermann informed the Electorate and the community of the creation of the Nominations Committee and to remind the community of the various ways in which names can be placed on the ballot…
3.  Program Committee

Quentin Williams has agreed to be Chair and Jennifer Jackson and Abby Kavner have agreed to serve.  In addition to these three members, Mark Rivers and Nancy Ross will serve as ad hoc members and coordinate the sessions on Community Facilities and Infrastructure Development Projects, respectively.
4.  Deadline for proposals for new or ongoing initiatives is now set for Wednesday, March 15.

The ExComm decided NOT to extend the announced deadline, but to allow those who had declared their intent to submit proposals a few more days to complete their submissions .As of the close of business on March 15, 2 proposals for facilities operations had been received and 4 for new or ongoing infrastructure development projects.

5.  Membership for University of Tokyo-Institute of Solid State Physics.  
ExComm decided to approve the application for membership from the Institute for Solid State Physics of the University of Tokyo, with the understanding that this would be the only membership for the University of Tokyo.
6.  High Pressure Mineral Physics Seminar-7.

Eiji Ohtani has requested sponsorship and financial support for US attendees from COMPRES.  Following discussion, the ExComm decided NOT to approve funding at this time, but agreed to provide matching funds for a proposal to be submitted to the NSF Division of Earth Sciences for travel and subsistence support for U. S. participants.  Liebermann communicated to Ohtani the offer of Michael Brown to serve as a U. S. member of the Organizing Committee, and to prepare a proposal to the NSF-EAR.  

7.  Industrial sponsors for Snowbird meeting.

As of now, three companies [Almax, Diacell, and Technodiamant] have agreed to sponsor at the $500 level.

8.  One Pagers for renewal proposal

9.  Advisory Committee membership.

By agreement with the current members [Buffett, Kao, Masters, O’Connell and Silver], one member’s term will end in June 2006, two more in June 2007 and two more in June 2008.

At or before the 2006 Annual Meeting at Snowbird, 2 new members will be chosen [one to replace the retiring member and another to bring the total to 6].  Each member of the Advisory Committee will serve a  3-year terms and 2 terms ending each year; retiring members will be eligible for reappointment by the Executive Committee.

10.  Symposium 

The Executive Committee reviewed again the request from A. Goncharev and R. Hemley for $15K in financial support from COMPRES for the symposium on "Materials Research at High Pressure" which they are organizing for the Fall 2006 MRS meeting, based on additional information provided by the organizers.

The ExComm decided to reaffirm its original decision not to provide financial support for this symposium.
