1. Minutes of ExComm meeting of March 21, 2006.  Minutes were approved for installation on the COMPRES website.  
2.  .  Deadline for proposals for new or ongoing initiatives set for Wednesday, March 15 has now passed.

a.  As of April 3, 2006, we have received 10 formal proposals with 1 or 2 anticipated in the near future.

These proposals have been assigned to the Infrastructure Development and Community Facilities Committees for their evaluation and recommendation to the ExComm.

The ID Committee has primary responsibility for 3 proposals [see note below on Comm High P].

The CF Committee has primary responsibility for 4 proposals.

For the 3 other proposals, BOTH committees are asked to look at them.

b.  For each of the proposals on the status report, we have indicated the Conflicts-of-Interest [COIs] for members of the ExComm and the Standing Committees.  In the review and evaluation of these proposals, we will  observe those COIs and recuse the affected persons from deliberation.  

c.  Rivers and Ross made preliminary reports on behalf of the Standing Committees.  

The Facilities Committee is having a face-to-face meeting at the SNS in Oak Ridge early next week.

In the case of the Infrastructure Development Committee, Ross reported on a teleconference call on 4 April and will be finalizing these recommendations shortly.

Both Standing Committees will provide the ExComm with written comments and recommendations on all the proposals IN ADVANCE of the next ExComm meeting [to be  held on April 24, 2006].
