1.  Minutes of ExComm meeting of Nov 19, 2007

Approved for installation on COMPRES website.

2.  Workshops--for decision on funding.as per requests sent to ExComm members on Nov 27.

a.  Workshop on High-resolution Inelastic X-ray scattering on Earth materials using synchrotron radiation at the APS in Feb-March 2008 from Wolfgang Sturhahn and colleagues.

Request for $10,700.

The Infrastructure Development Committee reviewed and endorsed this proposal with some suggestions for revising the proposal and time schedule.

The ExComm endorsed the recommendations of the ID Committee approved funding in principle, but encouraged the conveners to prepare and submit a revised proposal, which includes a list of potential speakers and a revised timetable for this workshop.  

With regard to the requested budget, COMPRES will not have funds to support travel for attendees separate from this proposed request, and would prefer that such a request for travel funds be incorporated in the budget request and then disbursed centrally based on the decisions of the conveners.

b.  Workshop on Future Directions for High-Pressure Research at NSLS and NSLS II at the NSLS on May 20, 2008 from Lars Ehm and colleagues.

Requested $13,900.

The Infrastructure Development Committee reviewed and endorsed this proposal 
The ExComm endorsed the recommendations of the ID Committee and approved funding of $13,900 for this workshop.  It encouraged the conveners to consider the balance between travel and subsistence support.  As this Workshop will be held as part of the NSLS Annual Users Meeting, it may not be necessary to support travel for some of the speakers or attendees.These funds will be held centrally and disbursed on the decisions of the conveners.  

3.  Report of Incorporation Committee

Bass reported that this committee will hold its first meeting at the Fall AGU at the XYZ Restaurant on Tuesday, Dec. 11.

Members include: Jay Bass (Chair), Michael Brown, Louise Kellogg and Guy Masters.

Bass will try to invite representatives of UNAVCO and/or CUASHI.

4.  Report on Board of Governors' meeting of HPSynC
Bass and Liebermann reported on their attendance at the first meeting of the Board of Governors of HPSynC at the APS on Nov 30, 2007.

Other members of the Board are: Russell Hemley from Carnegie (Chair), Neil Ashcroft from Cornell, Chi-chang Kao from NSLS, Gabrielle Long from ANL, Christian Mailhiot from DOE and LLNL, and Mark Rivers from GSECARS.

Bass summarized the presentations at this meeting and reported on the current state of funding for HPSynC.

Duffy reported that Annual Progress Reports for Year #1 and Program Plans and Budget Requests for Year #2 have now been received from all of the subawardees who operate community facilities at the NSLS and ALS on behalf of COMPRES.

7.  COMPRES Annual Progress Report for Year #1 and Program Plans and Budget Requests for Year #2

The planning for this submission is now underway with the Infrastructure Development and Facilities Committees evaluating the individual Annual Progress Reports for Year #1 and Program Plans and Budget Requests for Year #2 from the subawardees.

These committees will be completing their evaluation at breakfast meetings at the Fall 2007 AGU Meeting and making an oral report to the ExComm on Dec 13, to be followed by a written report in early January.

During January 2008, the ExComm will be formulating the Program Plan and Budget request for funding of COMPRES in Year #2 [May 2008 to April 2009].  The ExComm expects to submit its Annual Progress Report for Year #1 and Program Plans and Budget Requests for Year #2 in the first week of February 2008.
