1.  2004 Annual Meeting

a.  All presentations have now been mounted on the COMPRES website.

b.  A new set of boxes/links to the 2004 Annual Meeting have been created, post-meeting version.

2.  Final version of report from the Miami Workshop

a.  “Bass Report” [8-31-04] now mounted on COMPRES website.

b.  Fallout/byproducts include:

(1)  Rod Ewing from the journal Elements has invited us to write a summary 
piece for the new journal.  Bass has agreed to do so.


Members of the ExComm were very supportive of this public relations 
opportunity, because Elements is designed to reach a broad audience in the Earth 
sciences with a style similar to Scientific American.

(2)  We are planning to write and submit an EOS article to summarize the key 
highlights of the Bass Report, and to describe the nature and role of 


COMPRES in the field of high-pressure mineral physics.  Liebermann is


taking the lead on this and a draft outline is appended to these minutes.

3.  Outcome of ByLaws ballot on proposals for revisions

As of early September, only 21 ballots had been returned.  Green and Liebermann decided to extend the deadline to 15 September to ensure the success of this important process.  Once the results of the voting are known, the ByLaws will be revised and posted on the COMPRES website.

4.   2005 Annual Meeting

a.  Date
Following discussion, it was decided to hold the 2005 Annual Meeting on June 16 [Thursday] to June 19[Sunday], with alternative dates of June 18 [Saturday] to June 21 [Tuesday].  Liebermann sent an email to the COMPRES community on Sept 15 to inform them of these dates and to request that they reserve these dates on their calendars.
b.  Location—to be decided after further homework and discussion.  

Choices include returning to Granlibakken at Lake Tahoe, or finding another suitable location.
c.  Duration—3 days.

d.  Format—similar to 2004 meeting, with perhaps free time in afternoons, following the Gordon Conference model.

5.  Infrastructure Development projects—Ross to report

a.  Current/Continuing.

All Project Directors have been asked to submit annual reports by November 1, 2004.

For those projects that are continuing, budget requests for Year #4 are also required.

For those projects which are ending, preliminary versions of final reports have been requested.

Any projects which wish to continue beyond their expected completion date will require new proposals if requesting additional funding.
b.  Call for new initiatives
A call for new proposals was sent on September 7 to the COMPRES community, with a deadline of Nov 1, 2004.  A copy is appended to these minutes.
6.  MRI proposals—deadline Jan 15, 2005

Is COMPRES eligible to submit a proposal? Yes, as a legally-recognized consortium.
It was decided to issue a call for pre-proposals as soon as possible;  Green and Liebermann to draft this call.

After review of the pre-proposals, one of these will be selected to prepare and submit a full proposal and seek non-federal matching funds.

Green and Liebermann to discuss this matter with David Lambert on Sept. 21.

7.  Visit by Green and Liebermann to EAR on Sept 21—topics to include:
a.  Formal presentation of glossy copies of Bass Report to our colleagues in EAR

These will be accompanied by a cover letter and a copy of the May 2003 Workshop Summary [results of the Miami Workshop in March 2003].

b.  Discussion of supplemental funding in Years #3 and 4

c.  Proper role of COMPRES in reviewing and endorsing proposals to the NSF programs.

Call for COMPRES Infrastructure Development Projects

Due:  1 November 2004

This the annual call for proposals for Infrastructure Development Projects for Year #4 of COMPRES [5/1/05-4/30/06]. Infrastructure Development Projects should include one or several of the following attributes: development of frontier-level tools that require high degrees of innovation;  making new capabilities easily accessible to the community; fostering connections and sharing of expertise within the COMPRES community; fostering connections and sharing of expertise with other scientific communities. 

· Each new project is expected to develop strong, active community outreach and collaboration.
· Projects should normally be for 1 to 2 years duration.  Proposals for 3 years duration should be accompanied by special justification.

· Budgets are typically in the range of $50K/yr to $150K/yr, but will depend on overall COMPRES needs and resources.  

New proposals shall consist of:

1) 3-5 pages of text (including figures, tables and references), 

2) NSF-style 2-page curricula vitae of project directors

3) NSF budget forms.  

Proposals for new Infrastructure Development projects are due on 1 November 2004 and should be submitted electronically to the Committee Chair, Nancy Ross (nross@vt.edu)  and also to COMPRES Central (alattimore@notes.cc.sunysb.edu).

All proposals will be evaluated by the COMPRES Infrastructure Development Committee and, in cases where additional expertise is required, by external reviewer(s).  The committee’s recommendations will be forwarded to the Executive Committee, which will make the final decisions and will prepare the master COMPRES budget proposal for Year #4.  

Every Infrastructure Development project shall, generally within the first year of its initiation, obtain community input and educate the community on the directions, goals and capabilities of the project.  One means of accomplishing this may be through one or more workshops. We also encourage the use of any effective means of involving the community in the project, including electronic communications, targeted collaborations or other innovative approaches.  Funding for this activity, including workshops, shall come from within the project's budget, and may be supplemented by other (non-COMPRES) sources of support.  The specific form, venue and timing of any workshop shall be determined by the project's directors, who may benefit from consultation with members of the Infrastructure Development Committee.  The intent is to develop strong, active and early community interaction and collaboration for each project.

At the COMPRES Annual Meeting, each current Infrastructure Development project PI has the responsibility to make a presentation on current progress and results.  A written annual project progress report will be submitted each year by a date determined by the Committee (currently set at November 1).
