1. Minutes of ExComm meeting of January 10, 2006.   Minutes were approved for installation on the COMPRES website.  
2.  Relationship of GSECARS and COMPRES with respect to funding strategies and initiatives.

There was an extended discussion of the appropriate strategic relationship between GSECARS and COMPRES as both organizations move forward to their renewal proposals in 2006.  This discussion is to be continued at future ExComm meetings, so that both organizations can position themselves in the optimum situation to obtain sustained and enhanced funding from EAR in NSF and other funding agencies.
