Revised proposal from Goncharov, Leinenweber, Duffy, Hemley and Fei clarified relationship to the new Commission on High Pressure.

ExComm approved funding of up to $20K for this Workshop, with funds to be held and disbursed centrally.
4.  MOU for High Pressure Synergy Center at APS.
ExComm has concluded that Memorandum of Understanding sent to Mao, Shen and Hemley on 13 August is satisfactory.

5.  Request from Exxon to advertise positions on the COMPRES website.

ExComm approved this ad for posting on the COMPRES website and distribution by the listserve, at no cost to Exxon.

6.  Annual reports from Community Facilities and ID Projects.

In consultation with Rivers and Ross, Liebermann has informed all PIs of existing Community Facilities operations and ID projects that they are required to submit a BRIEF progress report by November 1, 2006 to justify an extension of the period to expend already allocated funds beyond the current termination date of April 30, 2007.

David Lambert has informed Liebermann that a brief report should accompany a request for a no-cost extension from May 1, 2007 to April 30, 2008.  This report need only explain to Lambert and colleague why additional time is needed to expend the already approved funds.

NOTE:  The extension of COMPRES I for another year can run concurrently with the new funding for COMPRES II.

If the no-cost extension is approved, then a Final Report for COMPRES I would be submitted in June 2008.  We can anticipate using much of the material in the renewal proposal for this Final Report.
