Website Minutes of Executive Committee of COMPRES from February 8, 2005

Attending:  Green, Karato, Rivers, Ross and Liebermann. 

Absent:  Bass, Weidner, and Williams.

1.  Minutes of ExComm meeting of Jan 20 were approved for installation on the website.  The comprehensive minutes had already been reviewed and approved by the Secretary and the Chair, following some editorial corrections and organizational simplifications.

2.  2005 Annual Meeting
a.  Program—Liebermann to issue call to COMPRES community for suggestions on format, organization (keynote talks, project reports, posters, etc), and ideas for keynote speakers—deadline Feb 28, 2005.

a.  Program Committee—ExComm to identify several of its members to serve on Program Committee, with expansion to include some new people.  Liebermann to coordinate the program planning.
b.  Student travel scholarships—as last year, we will offer a limited number of such scholarships for up to $500 to support travel of grad students who would otherwise be unable to attend.  Liebermann to issue special announcement to COMPRES community, as well as have it posted on the 2005 Annual Meeting link on the website.

3.  Advisory Committee
Plan to have a joint meeting of the Advisory Committee with the Executive Committee at Mohonk, perhaps on the first day of the Annual Meeting [Friday, June 17].

Liebermann to canvass members of the Advisory Committee to see which dates/times would be more compatible with their schedules.

4  Nominations Committee for elections at Annual  Meeting.

Revised ByLaws require the ExComm to appoint a Nominating Committee 90 days before election;  for election on June 19, that means by mid-March.  

Nominating Committee to contain 3 members, no more than one of which is on the ExComm or Standing Committees.
President to serve as coordinator of this nomination process.

5.  Outcomes of Bass report

a.  Poster for NSF-EAR based on the graphics and text in the Bass Report.

Liebermann and Bass to work with Ellen Kappel of GeoProse to prepare this poster.

b.  Poster for COMPRES based on the IRIS model for educational purposes to be designed by Jiuhua Chen and others, for review by the ExComm at a later date in Spring 2005.
c.  Elements article by Bass—Bass has been invited to write a brief synopsis of the report.
d.  EOS article by Liebermann

Liebermann is in discussions with Jeff Roberts, new EOS editor for Mineral and Rock Physics, to submit a feature article on COMPRES, using information contained in the Bass report and other materials.
e.  Who to distribute extra copies to?  
Central Office will send copies of this report to all people on the COMPRES listserve distribution, as well as all U. S. and overseas laboratories active in high-pressure mineral physics.

6.  One-pager in PowerPoint for David Lambert for COMPRES.

David Lambert has requested that we provide a one-page summary of COMPRES in PowerPoint for his purposes in making presentations.  We are to use the IRIS model and send it to Lambert by Feb. 28.  Liebermann to prepare draft, with assistance from Glenn Richard, and then to circulate it for comment to the ExComm.
7.  Feedback from committees to PIs of Community Facilities and/or ID projects?

a.  Community Facilities

Liebermann to draft letters to be circulated to the ExComm for comment and then to be sent by Liebermann on behalf of the Executive Committee.

b.  Infrastructure Development Projects

Liebermann and Ross to consult on existing letters to current and new project directors to see if further feedback is necessary and appropriate.
8.  Site Visits by Standing Committees for Community Facilities and/or Infrastructure Development Projects
a.  Facilities Committee

Rivers & Co. are planning to have the committee visit the NSLS and ALS [and perhaps the APS] in Spring 2005, as part of their planning and writing the White Paper.
b.  For the ID project sites, Ross will canvass the committee to ascertain their views on the importance and necessity for such visits.

9.  Report on beamline reviews at the NSLS on January 31-February 1, 2005.

a.  Liebermann reported on the excellent presentations by Mao and Hemley on the COMPRES DAC Center at the NSLS and by Weidner on the Multi-Anvil Facility at the NSLS to the subpanel of the NSLS’ Scientific Advisory Committee, which met at Brookhaven National Laboratory on January 31 and February 1, 2005.

Rivers also spoke briefly on GSECARS and its future role in managing the DAC facilities at the NSLS and Liebermann spoke briefly on the role of COMPRES in supporting these Community Facilities.

10.  Newsletter-information item
Have been publishing this on quarterly basis since November 2002.

Jiuhua Chen [who has volunteered to be the editor of these and has done a superb job] has suggested that in view of our other communication devices [Monthly Messages from President, regular emails to COMPRES community, improved notices on website], that perhaps three issues of the Newsletter per year would be sufficient.
Tentative plan:  Publish three issues per year, in February [just after submission of the Annual Report], June [just prior to the Annual Meeting], and October [end of summer, start of Fall semester, run-up to the AGU].

11.  Upcoming Workshops—status report.

a.  Workshop on Nuclear Resonant Scattering on Earth Materials using Synchrotron Radiation to be held on Feb 12-13, 2005 at the APS.

b.  Workshop on Multi-Anvil Techniques to be held on March 1-3, 2005 at the APS.

c.  Workshop on Mantle, originally scheduled for May 31-June 4, 2005 at Ile d’Oleron in France, has been postponed to early September 2005.

d.  Workshop on High-Pressure Melts has been approved for funding by the ExComm and is expected to be held in summer or fall 2005.

e.  Workshop on New Developments in Micro-Calorimetry has been approved for funding by the ExComm and may be held as a breakout session at the 2005 Annual Meeting at the Mohonk Mountain House in June 2005.
